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Notes from Ken 
Now that it is beginning to feel like spring we are grateful for the increased warmth of the days,

In The Heart of Christianity, Marcus Borg writes that, “Paul speaks of new life ‘in Christ’ in the 
most extraordinary terms.  It is marked by freedom, joy, peace, and love, four of his favorite words: 
freedom from the voices of all the would-be lords of our lives; the joy of the exuberant life; the peace 
of reconnection to what is, the peace that passes all understanding; and love—the love of God for us 
and the love of God in us.”  

New life comes in a variety of ways both subtle and overt.  As a church we are experiencing 
new life, not only in a personal spiritual sense, but also in a more obvious way.  We are finally 
beginning to rise out of the ashes of the explosion as the rebuilding of our church is moving forward. 
We can anticipate its completion and our return to fellowship and worship in our own sanctuary.  

We are also working on our Mission Study, which will help us move to the next step in the 
transition period; the forming of a Pastor Nominating Committee.  This, in turn, will eventually lead to 
the calling of a new installed pastor.  

This spring, be aware of the new life all around you and be thankful to God for all the blessings 
that abound in your life.
