Western National Leadership Training
Event will be held Wednesday evening
through Friday afternoon, October 6-8, 2010,
at the Presbyterian Church in Jackson Hole,
Wyoming. The cost is $60.00 by August 2, or
$75.00 by August 25. Travel and lodging is at
each person’s expense. Registration fee
includes reception on Wednesday, lunch on
Friday, and snack breaks. All other meals are
at participants' expense.

A series of workshops is offered including
How God Saves Us; The Homiletical
Landscape of the American West; God's
Mission: From Everyone to Everywhere; and
Resting in God's Story: Spiritual Practices for
Congregations.

There will be a Field Tour at an additional
cost of $42.00. The tour will include human
history of Jackson Hole with fur trappers,
rustlers, and J. D. Rockefeller. The human
story is brief but curious. The geologic story is
told in floods, faulting, ash flows, and glaciers.
